That’s why it’s vital to teach kids about safety around farm 
equipment and always be attentive when they’re nearby. That includes teaching kids that farm machinery 
is not a toy, never leaving children unsupervised near equipment, not letting them ride on equipment, and 
removing keys from machinery when not in use.

Remember that while incidents involving farm machinery can be devastating, they are also preventable.
