Age 10-11: LIMIT job to

20 minutes. WATCH neatly con-
stantly. When the child shows
he or she can do the job, CHECK
every few minutes.

Age 12-13:
CHECK every few minutes.

Age 14-15: When the child
shows he or she can do the job,
LEAVE for 15 to 30 minutes.
